TOOLS REQUIRED

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FRONT WHEEL
1. Slide the mudguard onto the front forks. 1.

2. Push the front fork ends into the location cups on the
front wheel assembly.

3. Lock into position using the fork retaining nut and bolt. 2
NOTE: Use your finger to ensure the captive nut in 3
the location cup is retained.

4. Push the stem up through the main frame head, 4
ensuring the steering lock tab is forward facing and
locates in the groove in the frame head. 5.
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Rear axle assembly

Slide one of the rear wheel hubs onto the rear axle followed by one of the rear
wheels, making sure that the 3 pegs on the insert locate in the holes in the
wheel.

. Slide a rear wheel spacer onto the axle with the thicker part against the wheel.
. Slide the axle through the axle tube of the frame and push the bearing into the

end of the tube.

Slide the second rear wheel spacer, thin end first, onto the axle and push it into
the end of the axle tube.

Slide the second wheel onto the axle followed by the second rear wheel hub,
making sure the 3 pegs locate correctly into the holes in the wheel.

. Using the starlock fixing tool and a hammer knock the wheel securing starlock

firmly onto the end of the axle.

Fit the two end covers in place making sure that the 4 locating latches are fitted
into the holes in the wheel covers.

. Please remove the starlock fixing tool after assembly.

SADDLE

1. Screw the 13mm Hex
Head bolt one or two turns
into threaded hole in the
side of the crossbar.

2. Push the saddle stem into
the crossbar as far as the
stop and fully tighten the
bolt.

HANDLEBARS

1. Slide the handlebar
grips onto the ends of
the handlebars.
Lubricate inside grips
with washing-up
liquid or detergent to
help them slide on
the handlebar ends.

2. Slide the clamp cover
onto the handlebar
stem and the push
the handlebar stem
down into the top of
the fork stem as far
as the stop marks.

3. Set the handles at right angles to the front
wheel and, with the clamp adjusting barrel
facing rearwards, tighten the clamp and ensure
the handlebar is locked into the forks.

4. Slide the cover down over the clamp ensuring
the lugs locate into the slots in the frame head.

This trike is to be assembled by an adult.

Check the contents and only remove the protective packaging from each
item as and when it is to be fitted.

Please keep the packaging until you have completely assembled the trike.

Recheck that all screws, nuts and bolts are firmly tightened.
